ARO Environmental Solutions Ltd. (ARO Enviro) was retained by the Hounsfield Heights — Briar Hill
Community Association (HHBH CA) to complete a peer review of previously written environmental reports
concerning the current status beneath North Hill mall and the HHBH community.

As part of this peer review, ARO Enviro has summarized previous environmental reports completed to
date and available for review on Alberta Environment and Parks Environmental Site Assessment

Repository (ESAR).

More than 230 documents are available for review on ESAR. An overview and
summary of work completed to date is outlined below.
